On-site ceremonies are conducted by
Cheshire East Registrars, who will provide
you with a schedule of their costs and the
legal paperwork required.

Garden ceremonies can be conducted,
weather dependent, from April through to
October. Indoor wedding ceremonies are
available in our fully heated event Barn all
year round.

Both are suitable for up to 120 guests.

The Bar at T.H.E. is professionally run in house, with a team of
experienced bar staff.

Corkage is available on request, for wedding reception and
breakfasts only.

LOCATION

As a hidden gem, we have a rather secretive location but we
are easy to find once you know where we are!

Arriving from the direction of the M6 junction 19, or
Knutsford A556, stay in the left-hand lane, through the lights
by the Smoker pub. Just after Holford Farm, look out for our
greyhound sign (opposite) at the entrance to the lane. Turn

left here to take our drive into the Estate.

If you are travelling from the Chester direction on the A556,
as you approach the destination, proceed in the left-hand
lane towards the traffic lights just after the destination, and
turn right at the traffic lights so you return in the opposite
direction on the A556, allowing you to make a left turn into
the Estate.

Please drive safely and beware the Estate has a 5mph speed
limit with a bridge weight limit of 7.5 ton, therefore not
suitable for any vehicle over 16 seater.
